ALTERNATIVES TO 
DUMPING YOUR BABY

FOETUS FOUND 
DUMPED AT LANDFILL

Rustenburg – We are at risk of becoming desensitised 
to the horrors of newborn babies being abandoned and 
left for dead every so often. Newborns are being wrapped 
in plastic, left in the veld or dumped in dustbins like trash. 
What would drive a mother to do such a thing? 
Some of these women are alone, underaged, ashamed 
or do not have a solid support structure to help them 
care for the baby, however, no matter how desperate the 
situation – safe and legal alternatives are available which 
does not include killing the babies. 
Môrester Kinderhuis director Helen Lotz deals with cases 
like these regularly. “I have been doing this for many 
years and every time I hear of a baby that was dumped 
somewhere, it breaks my heart,” Lotz told Platinum 
Weekly. 
Lotz currently provides a safe place for abandoned 
children. Lotz advises that should you decide 
not to keep your baby, at least go to a hospital 
to give birth. This will not only give the baby 
a chance on life – it is also beneficial for 
your health.

“You can just tell the social 
worker that you intend on 
putting the baby up for 
adoption and this person 
will assist you without any 
judgement,” said Lotz. If 
you do this through 
the correct channels 
the baby will also 
receive an ID number 
which will help with 
the adoption process 
of which the mother 
has 90 days to change 
her mind.
What if the baby is born at 
home and you still decide 
that you do not want to 
keep it? You can still go to 

the hospital and speak to a social worker. There are also 
many other organisations that you can contact that will 
assist you. 
“I know an unexpected pregnancy can be 
terrifying, but if the thought of leaving your 
baby on a rubbish dump or in a storm drain 
ever crosses your mind, even if just for a brief 
moment, I want to encourage you to contact 
me. I will advise you and offer support to 
assist you in making informed choices,” 
pleaded Lotz.
Police spokesperson captain Elsabé Augoustides 
confirmed that if an abandoned baby is found, a DNA-
test is done to locate the mother who will face criminal 
charges if caught. “Mothers who abandon their babies 
will be charged with concealment of birth,” she said.
There are instances where women give birth at home 
and the baby is stillborn. This can cause a woman to 
start panicking. “If a baby is stillborn, a doctor needs 
to be contacted who will declare the infant dead. If it is 
classified as an unnatural death, the police also need to 
be informed,” said Augoustides. If you did nothing wrong, 
there is nothing to be afraid off as this is just the normal 
procedure.
Should you ever find a baby that was abandoned 
by the mother, the first thing you should do 
is to immediately contact the police. They will 
obtain the required documents from the Department of 
Social Development to ensure that the baby can be taken 
to a place of safety like Môrester Kinderhuis.
Whatever your circumstances are, no matter how afraid 
you are or whatever your reasons may be for deciding not 
to keep your baby, please do the right thing and follow the 
right procedures to ensure the life of the child is protected.  
If you do not have someone that you can confide in 
and you want to learn more about the options that are 
available contact Lotz on 082 460 8418.
Give your child a chance to live.

Rustenburg – For most people, giving birth to a baby is a 
blessing, so when someone dumps their newborn baby at a 
waste site, it shocks a community.
The body of the discarded baby was found at the Waterval 
Landfill site on Wednesday 16 March.

LIONESS ESCAPES 
FROM PILANESBERG

Leopard makes a rare 
daytime appearance

Every child deserves a loving home

Pilanesberg/ Sun City – Visitors on a game 
drive in the Pilanesberg National Park next 
to Sun City were treated to a rare daytime 
sighting of a leopard on Friday 11 March.
Most sightings of these beautiful big cats 
are reported at either dusk or dawn, but 
this normally elusive animal was unusually 
content to walk along the road in front of the 
vehicle in broad daylight. 
Mankwe GAMETRACKERS field guide 
Tarryn Rae said: “Sometimes you just 
happen to be at the right place at the right 
time, but not much beats coming around the 
corner and finding a leopard walking on the 
road. Not only did the guests on the morning 
game drive from Sun City get to share this 
sighting, but so too did guests that had just 
flown overhead in a hot air balloon safari.”
“We don’t see leopards all the time, but that is 
what makes ‘spotting’ one so exciting. Wildlife 
studies teach us that leopards are nocturnal, 
but those in the Pilanesberg prove otherwise. 
In the 10 years that I have worked in the park, 
I have often encountered leopards during the 
day, and I am not talking about a few spots 
in a tree or a tail flick in the grass. The area 
doesn’t have many large leafy trees that 
leopards are usually fond of relaxing in, so 
most of our sightings are of them walking 
around or relaxing on some rocks, which 
makes for nice photo opportunities.”
Recently, conference organisers attending 
an early evening event at Sun City spotted 

a leopard taking a leisurely stroll across the 
Gary Player Golf Course. Wildlife experts 
from the park have advised that the species 
is known to be extremely shy, and the animals 
will usually flee as soon as they see people.

Sun City/ Ledig/ Mahobieskraal – The 
Department of Economic Development, 
Environment, Conservation and Tourism 
sent out a warning to the communities 
around Pilanesberg to be on the lookout 
for a lioness. The lioness escaped from 
the park on Saturday 19 March. It is 
reported that the lion may be around the 
Mahobieskraal area, which is situated near 
the R556 between Sun City and Ledig.  
Steve Dell, the responsible ranger at the 
park, together with other park rangers have 
organised widespread searches with the 
assistance of a helicopter and a fixed wing 
aircraft as well as on foot. Lion tracks and 
faeces were noticed in the area as well as 
a goat which was mauled, possibly by the 

lioness. A bait trap has also been set for 
the lion in the hope that it will find its way 
toward it. 
The Department said that teams are 
working around the clock to trace its 
whereabouts and ensure the safety of 
nearby communities. 
At the time of going to print, North West 
Parks Board acting chief conservation 
officer Pieter Nel confirmed that the lioness 
has not yet been located and there has 
since been no sign of it.
Community members are therefore urged 
to exercise caution and be on the lookout 
for the lion. If spotted, please do not to 
provoke it but rather alert local police who 
are in contact with park rangers.

Rustenburg – Foster care is not a permanent 
solution but rather a long-term opportunity to 
provide a loving stable home for children who 
were abandoned, orphaned, traumatised or 
abused. Children’s homes in Rustenburg are 
reaching their full capacity and there is a dire 
need for homes where these children can be 
taken care of, provided for and be loved.

These children often require more emotional 
support. They need foster parents who can 
understand their situation and deal with it in a 
loving in caring manner. Families need to be 
financially stable to provide for these children 
– food, clothes and medical needs all form 
part of the responsibility. 
They say it takes a village to raise a child 
and that is why it is very important that foster 
parents have a strong support system of 
friends and family. 
This might sound overwhelming at first, but 
Rustenburg Child and Family Welfare social 
workers will always be there to provide help, 
training and advice. They will teach foster 
parents proper methods of dealing with 
challenges. You will never be alone in this.

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Rustenburg – Hennie Fourie was 13 years 
old when his father bought him a bicycle. That 
gift fuelled a passion for cycling – a sport that 
has been a major focal point in Fourie’s life 
for the past 56 years and counting!    
Fourie, who was born in Randfontein, will 
be turning 70 in July 2022 and intends to 
continue taking part in as many races and 
Rustenburg Cycling Club (RCC) activities as 
he can.
A very competitive athlete, Fourie – who 
has so far also competed in 15 Comrades 
marathons and runs a mushroom delivery 
business – cycles at least twice a week and 
is one of the most dedicated members of 
the RCC.   
“I always joke by telling people ‘I was born 
on a bicycle’ because I really love cycling”, 
Fourie chuckled. “My dad influenced me to 
take up the sport when I was young because 
he was involved in track cycling, which was 
popular in those days,” he added. 
He attended Randfontein Primary School 
before proceeding with his education at 
Jan De Klerk High School after his parents 
had moved to Krugersdorp. It was at high 
school that Fourie’s cycling talent saw him 
winning provincial and national colours in 
track cycling. 
He joined the army after school and 
maintained his keen interest for cycling. 
Fourie, who moved to Rustenburg in 1989 
together with his wife Penny, established the 
RCC with other enthusiastic cyclists. 
“It has now been about 13 years that the 
club has been running since we formed it.
