Three people passed away when a Renault 
crashed into the base of a bridge.

Rustenburg – The remains of two people 
were found lying in a veld near Marikana on 
Tuesday 22 February.
According to police spokesperson sergeant 
Ofentse Mokgadi, the first body was 
discovered by a man on his way to work 
who then alerted the police. The deceased’s 
hands were tied. 
“While police were searching the area, 
another body was found a few meters away. 
Both bodies were partially burnt and had 
gunshot wounds,” sergeant Mokgadi said.

Mooinooi – Two adults and a child lost their 
lives in an accident on the N4 near Mooinooi 
on Friday 25 February. Trauma Rescue 
responded to the scene where they found a 
Renault that crashed into the base of bridge.

Chrome-carrying 
truck tips over

Rustenburg – A Payload Transport truck tipped over and spilled a 
chrome load onto the R24 on Friday 4 March. The incident, which 
occurred at around 4:30am near Black Horse Brewery, caused traffic 
delays.
Payload Transport director Daan Joubert said Rustenburg Car Towing 
Services responded to the scene at around 5am. 
“The two drivers did not sustain any serious injuries and were 
both taken to a hospital in Krugersdorp for a check-up,” he said. 
He expressed his thanks to Rustenburg Car Towing Services who 
dispatched two of their trucks to the scene. “They turned the truck 
back on its wheels and also assisted with the clean-up,” said Joubert.

Petrol price continues 
to rise,  

War ain’t cheap
SA – Motorists face 
yet another fuel hike 
with the expected 
R2/ litre increase 
expected in April. 
The massive fuel 
increases announced 
by the Department of 
Mineral Resources 
and Energy (DMRE) 
has serious and 
immediate effects 
on the poor and a 
negative impact on 
inflation.
“These increases will 
certainly impact every 
single South African given the reliance the country has on fuels for 
transportation, manufacturing and in the agricultural sector,” notes 
the Automobile Association (AA) of South Africa. “The increases for 
March are mainly attributable to rising international petroleum prices 
as a result of Russia’s invasion of Ukraine and would have been more 
severe had the Rand not stabilised against the US Dollar in the last 
few weeks.”
The AA says the outlook for April remains unclear but and Russia’s 
military action in Ukraine could push international oil prices higher 
which will again impact locally.
•	 André Thomashausen, emeritus professor of international 

law at Unisa, has warned that in a worst-case scenario, South 
Africans could expect to pay as much as R40 for a litre of 
petrol... Depending the ongoing peace talks with Russia.  

Daily petrol price data from the Central Energy Fund (CEF) shows 
South Africa was currently on track for a petrol price hike of between 
R1.88 and R1,93 at the end of March, although this could still climb 
further if global oil prices continue to climb.
South Africans already pay more than R21 per litre of petrol inland 
after the energy department announced a R1.46 per litre increase that 
kicked in on 2 March 2022. Motorists who live inland will pay R1,281 to 
fill up a 60-lire tank with 93 unleaded — R87.60 more than in February.

Like a fountain of wisdom, Dlamini 
passionately shares his thoughts with anyone 
willing to give him the time of day: “There 
are so many people that are angry, so many 
people that are scared.

We must do that, without 
flogging a dead horse... leave the past where 
it belongs, behind us and work towards a 
better tomorrow.”
“If you are able to help someone less fortunate 
than yourself, do it. It will not make you poor. 
It will only make you a better person. We 
need to build each other.”
Dlamini says that everyone he comes 
across... and there are many... has their own 
interpretation of why he is doing what he is 
doing, but that it is OK with him, he knows 
that it would still have a positive outcome.
“I plead with those in power, give our kids 
a proper education. Prepare them for the 
future. Let us restore peace and order.”
He also believes that people should increase 
their skills and knowledge and that they 

should share their skills and knowledge with 
others. “By empowering those around you, 
you are strengthening yourself,” he says.

Dlamini’s journey has taken him all over 
South Africa, traveling from Soweto to 
Durban, and from Mandeni (KwaZulu Natal) 
to Swaziland. He arrived in Rustenburg on 
Monday 7 March. He travels around with a 
backpack and a tent and sleeps at camping 
grounds whenever he reaches a town or city.

Local good Samaritans arranged for Dlamini 
to stay at Hoërskool Rustenburg for two 
nights, where he could sleep on a comfy bed 
and enjoy a nice meal and a warm shower.
He also had the opportunity to talk to a few 
of the learners at Hoërskool Rustenburg. 
“You don’t have to be a millionaire to inspire 
others. I had a great chat with school kids 
today. I liked the school visit, because they 
are the next generation and I want to inspire 
them.”
Dlamini says that he has always felt protected 
on the road, even in the dark of night. We 
wish him all the best on his journey. May the 
message of this humble young man reach 
the hearts and minds of everyone he meets 
on his journey.

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Koster’s taps still run dry 
(more than a month later) 

Policies in place to 
assist pregnant learners

Koster – The Koster, Cedrela and Reagile 
communities have been left high and dry 
after more than a month without water due 
to a broken water pump. Residents are at 
their wit’s end. 
Several claims are also made that water 
tanks are promised… but never seen. 
In one instance, Koster Dierekliniek almost 
had to reschedule all their surgeries after an 
urgent request for water never arrived. “We 
had surgeries scheduled for 19  February 
and I requested the water tank to assist on 
15 February. After it became clear that the 
water tanker will not be in time, I had to start 
phoning around and request assistance 
from farmers with boreholes,” Koster 
Dierekliniek receptionist Nicky Brand said 
in an interview with Platinum Weekly. 
Eventually farmers in die community came 
to their aid and made sure that their water 
tank was full so that they could perform the 
surgeries. 
There are also reports of people who were 
told that they would have to pay R800 to 
receive water (from the water tanks).
Another resident, Hester Lombard, noted 
that the lack of water has become a health 
risk to the community. She said: “It’s very 
unhygienic, we have to wash in buckets. I 
can’t even remember the last time I had a 
proper bath. My son works as a mechanic 
and because he can’t take a proper bath or 
shower or even wash his hands, his wound 
from work is starting to get infected.”
To make matters worse, the fact that there 
is no running water means that the sewage 
system is overflowing and spilling into 
residential properties. 
Kgetlengrivier Local Municipality (KLM) 
spokesperson Sannah Magakgala said 
that the team is working tirelessly to 
ensure water provision and that they are 
assisting with directing water tankers as 

per distribution plans. With regards to the 
claims that people were told that they have 
to pay for the water tanks, Magakgala 
confirmed that the water distribution plan 
is managed by the Water and Sanitation 
manager, so there are track records of 
water provision to residents.
She also noted that the new pump has 
been procured and was delivered to the 
municipality on 3 March. Installation is 
underway. In a statement released by KLM, 
they undertook to have the water restored 
by 9 March, however, at time of going to 
print the community still didn’t have any 
water. “The municipality is on its bended 
knee to profusely apologise once more for 
the hardship and inconvenience caused by 
this unfortunate interruption of water supply 
the community has experienced in the past 
weeks. We would further wish to extend our 
heartfelt appreciation for the patience and 
tolerance we received from our community. 
We are already busy working on putting 
up plans of ensuring that this unfortunate 
and painful situation does not reoccur,” the 
statement read.
Luckily thanks to the camaraderie of the 
community, all hope is not lost. Those with 
boreholes often come to the aid of those 
stuck without water.

JUSTICE FOR 
14-YEAR-OLD 
RAPE VICTIM

Brits – Two men were sentenced to life 
imprisonment by the North Gauteng High 
Court on Friday 4 March after they were 
convicted of gang raping a 14-year-old 
minor in Letlhabile near Brits. 
A 27-year-old man and his 32-year-old co-
accused were found guilty on charges of 
kidnapping, rape, armed robbery and assault 
related to a 2019-incident involving the minor. They 
will be in jail for at least 25 years, but the sentences will run 
concurrently. 
Another man – aged 26 – was sentenced to 15 years in jail after 
he was convicted on charges of robbery also related to the same 
incident. A fourth suspect was not charged because evidence 
could not link him to any of the crimes. 
The state proved in court that on 25 December 2019 three men 
approached the girl in Lethlabile near Brits while she was walking 
next to the road with a male friend. The girl and her friend were 
coming from a music festival when they were confronted by 
the men.   
Said police spokesperson lieutenant colonel Amanda Funani: 
“One of the males grabbed the victim and took her to the nearby 
bushes. He and one of his companions took turns to rape her. 
They then forced the girl’s male friend to rape her. The third 
suspect, a 26-year-old man, left the scene with the victim’s 
cell phone.”

Rustenburg – Impala Rugby Club’s qualification 
for the 2022 Gold Cup has left head coach Joel 
Scherman beaming with pride. 
They achieved this milestone by becoming 
champions of the Leopards Rugby Union (LRU) 
with a victory over Klerksdorp Rugby Club on 
Saturday 4 March.    
That win means Impala will have another crack at 
the prestigious Gold Cup – a title they last won in 
2019 with a 37-31 margin over Durbanville-Bellville 
in Rustenburg. 
While the 2022 Gold Cup matches are only due 
to start towards the end of the current season, 
everything is certainly going according to plan for 
Scherman. He is well on his way to achieving his 
objective of transforming Impala into a well-oiled 
machine capable of winning titles consistently. 
“Our goal for Impala this season is to make the 
team competitive,” Sherman told Platinum Weekly 
in an interview. “We want to bring the community 
back to the matches and hopefully, with good 
rugby, the sponsors will follow. It is important for 
the club to reach out to the community because 
together we are stronger.”
Scherman, who was born in the Free State on 2 
November 1967, is not a stranger to the Rustenburg 
community. He attended Penge Primary School in 
Limpopo before attending Rustenburg Technical 
High School. 
“I played for the first team for both schools and 
in 1985 (my matric year), I was selected to take 
part in the trials for the North West Country District 
team. It was very competitive, and I did not make 
the cut,” Scherman said.  
A young Scherman – who was comfortable playing 
either at full back or flyhalf – continued playing 
rugby after high school. 
He joined the South African Police Services 
(SAPS) in 1986 and was stationed in Rustenburg 
as a detective. “I played rugby for the Rustenburg 
police as well as Rustenburg Impala clubs. I also 
played for the North West Country Districts.”
However, a serious injury in 1989 that saw 
Scherman breaking his leg dealt a huge blow to his 
aspirations as a rugby player. “It was a long road 
to recovery and when I came back, I played as a 
loose forward, but realised that my best playing 
days were behind me,” Scherman said. It is at 

this point that Scherman decided to venture into 
coaching. 
“I started coaching at Impala Rugby Club in 2008. 
I handled the u/19 team for seven years before I 
left for Pretoria University where I coached the u/20 
and u/21 teams. I also coached the Limpopo Bulls 
u/19 and Leopards u/20 country district sides,” he 
said.  
Prominent players Scherman has coached include 
WJ Steenkamp, Keegan Johannes (now both 
playing for the Bulls) as well as Xander Potgieter 
who is now with Griquas. 
His return to Impala Rugby Club for the 2021 
season as head coach saw the team finishing 
top of the log in the President’s League – an 
achievement that saw them being promoted to the 
more competitive Carlton League.
